Parent letter from SASIC District for Internet and Videoconferencing
Dear Parents/Guardians:

Your child has an opportunity to participate in the SASIC District Telecommunications Network. This network provides our district and school with Internet access and two-way interactive videoconferencing. Through SASIC, your child will be able to communicate with other schools, colleges, organizations and individuals around the world through the World Wide Web and video distance learning. 

The Internet is a network of networks which will give your child access to hundreds of databases, libraries, web sites, resources, and services all over the world through video distance learning, your child will be able to participate in live videoconferences and/or video courses. These videoconferences will include student courses, curriculum extension activities such as “virtual” field trips to faraway places, and collaborative projects with other schools and/or colleges and universities. Therefore, we need your permission as a parent or guardian for your child to participate in the SASIC District activities and opportunities. 

With this educational opportunity also comes responsibility. Your child’s teachers will train your child to use the SASIC District services properly, in accordance with the network’s Acceptable Use Policies and our district’s policies and procedures. Inappropriate use will result in the loss of privileges and appropriate disciplinary action. If you wish to have a copy of the SASIC District Acceptable Use Policies, please make a note on the enclosed reply form. 

Please note that the Internet is an association of diverse communication and information networks. It is possible that your child may run across areas of adult content and some material you may find objectionable. While our school will take reasonable steps to preclude access to such material and does not encourage such access, it is not possible for us to absolutely prevent such access. 

In addition, please note that when your child’s class participates in video distance learning, your child will be seen on a television screen in one or more separate other locations. Often video distance learning sessions are videotaped for future educational use by the participating organizations. While our school will take reasonable steps to ensure the security of our students, it is not possible for us to absolutely know how, where and when such videotapes will be used by other organizations. 

We ask that you please return the attached form indicating your permission or denial of permission for your child to participate in the SASIC District Telecommunications Network services. Thank you in advance for your assistance.
